Continuous assessment, where two exercises will be considered essential: one of them being
individual, of applied research and, another thematic one that can be carried out in groups
according to selectivity. The individual exercises will contribute between 55% to 60% for the final
classification, being the remaining percentage earmarked for the remaining exercises
