Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit’s learning objectives

The syllabus is coherent with the various objectives to be achieved by the students. The syllabus
concerns the understanding

of the interior space, in its material, socio-cultural and formal dimension, understood within the
scope of its historicity. The

contents of the curricular unit allow the student to understand, apply and develop forms of
analysis of the interior space in

different chronological, geographic and social contexts.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The curricular unit has a component of knowledge acquisition that starts from the expository
method. In parallel, students will

be an active part of their learning, through reading and discussing texts in class and an
assessment and continuous learning.

The methodologies of teaching and evaluation were articulated so that the students acquire a
comprehensive knowledge

regarding the history of the interiors in its different levels. Students have the opportunity to
articulate knowledge and

methodologies acquired in the first cycle in Theory and History, in function of the specific theme
involving the evolution of the

interior space through time, through personal reflections and moments of synthesis.

Demonstration of the coherence between the Teaching methodologies and the learning
outcomes

Continuous assessment will have two components, corresponding to one written tests focussing on
the subject taught and

another to the set of practical exercises. In the written test, a minimum score of 8 is required for
exemption from exams. The

final evaluation will take into account attendance and participation in classes and work. The course




is structured in theoretical classes, using audiovisual means to illustrate the concepts presented,
according to the

sequence of the eight themes of the program. Research works allow the student to work
autonomously, stimulating team spirit.

The individual tests make the student responsible in a complementary way.
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
