Demonstracao da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objectivos de

Através do desenvolvimento de projetos (de natureza hands-on), os estudantes conseguem
considerar o draping como uma metodologia que combina todas as funcdes normalmente
atribuidas ao desenho, ou seja, reflexao, ideacao, representacao e comunicacao.

Salienta-se, ainda, que a aquisicao de competéncias de pensamento reflexivo e reflexivo em
projeto conduzem ao reconhecimento que as praticas de moda podem tornar-se catalisadoras de
mudancas ecoldgicas e culturais.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacao incluida)

As vdrias estratégias implementadas em Designing by Draping tém como objetivo permitir a
integracao dos actos ‘fazer’, ‘saber’ e ‘partilhar’. A abordagem adoptada para o ensino-
aprendizagem compreende, portanto, uma variedade de experiéncias que beneficiam a
aprendizagem dos estudantes.

De acordo com a politica da FA«ULisboa, a avaliacdo da aprendizagem em Design by Draping é
continua, uma vez que permite oferecer aos estudantes mais apoio e orientagao para se tornarem
pessoalmente mais expressivos.

A avaliacdo final é a média ponderada de 1. desenvolvimento do projeto (45%), 2. apresentacoes
e discussoes em sala de aula (30%), 3. palestras dos alunos (15%), 4. assisténcia em sala de aula (
5%) e 5. cumprimento de prazos.

Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objectivos de

A combinacao das estratégias de ensino/aprendizagem referidas anteriormente permite aos
estudantes 1. mergulhar em projetos que envolvam a descoberta ou confirmacgao do eu, 2.

preconceitos externos e influéncias externas e restricdes, 4. envolver-se na reflexividade para
abordar o eu refletido, 5. comunicar ideias de forma eficaz, 6. analisar e avaliar o seu proprio
trabalho e o trabalho dos outros.

Through project development (hands-on in nature) students are able to appreciate draping as a
methodology that combines all the functions normally given to drawing - i.e. reflection, ideation,
representation and communication.

It is also worth highlighting that the acquisition of reflective and reflective thinking skills in design
leads to the recognition that fashion practices can become catalysts for ecological and cultural
changes.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

comprises, thus, a variety of experiences that will enhance the students’ knowledge, skills and
character.

In accordance with FA«ULisboa’s policy for project-based courses, learning assessment in
Designing by Draping is continuous, as it allows offering students more support and guidance to
become more personally expressive.

Final assessment is the weighted average of 1. project development (45%), 2. presentations and
class discussions (30%), 3. student talks (15%), 4. class assistance (5%), and 5. meeting deadlines
(5%).
